Copyright Training

IZDIHAR organized a successful training course in
Amman from 1 to 5 March 2006. The training was
designed for members of the Ministry of Culture's
Copyright Committee and supported by [ZDIHAR
staff. Copyright principles, international practices
and questions on Iraq's Memorandum of Foreign
Trade Regime were discussed. The event culminated
in the drafting of a new copyright law for Iraq.

Training on Technical Barriers to Trade
Twenty-eight officials from the Central Office for
Standardization and Quality Control (COSQC)
learned about the WTO’s Technical Barriers to Trade
(TBT) Agreement on 12 March 2006 at a training
session in Baghdad conducted by IZDIHAR staff.
The training also highlighted the difference between
the TBT and Sanitary and Phytosanitary (SPS)
agreements as well as the best methods to adopt these
agreements and other international standards in order
to comply with WTO requirements.

COSIT Training

March 2006 in Baghdad for the Central Office of
Statistics and Information Technology (COSIT).
The staff learned about WTO accession and also
discussed the Harmonized System of tariff
classification and how it impacts the collection and
analysis of trade statistics.
